Know whether or not electricity, magnetism, and steam are names given to forces that (though unseen) we have made our most valuable servants. Know whether or not Anyone can demonstrate t[he truth of a proposition in geometry to a person unacquainted with the principles of mathematics. Know whether or not occult science asserts that there is an invisible cause at the root of all visible phenomena. Know whether or not nature forces are neither blind nor unintelligent as we mistakenly think.
2.  Know whether or not the infinitude of space, of the great and of the small seems to be beyond question and independent of our cognition. Know whether or not there exist things that are “supernatural” or “unnatural,” existing outside Nature. Know whether or not even during life in the dense body we know and deal with the invisible world at every moment of our existence. Know whether or not the investigations of science have been limited to the world of sense of the dense physical world. Know whether or not our bodies are preserved only so long as they serve the purpose of the Spirit.
3.  Know whether or not to “infer” the existence of an invisible world is the only means of proof. Know whether or not even after one’s death the idea may be found in the Memory of Nature. Know whether or not according to Lodge, the existence of an invisible world, inhabited by the so-called dead…[has] been established beyond peradventure in such an abundance of cases as to leave no room for doubt. Know whether or not John McCreery’s poem sees physical death as the absolute end to a life. Know whether or not Joan of Arc’s answers showed a singleness of mind, an innocence and a straightforwardness unequalled in the annals of history. Know whether or not that, to all who will take the trouble to awaken their latent faculties, the opening of the proper sense is but a matter of time. Know whether or not everything we see about us and contact with our senses and call real, is but the evanescent shadow of the intangible, invisible world.
